THE LORD GIVES YOU PEACE
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Il Thessalonians 3:16 Now may the Lord of peace himself
give you peace at all times and in every way. The Lord be
with all of you.

This is the benediction statement from Apostle Paul in his letter to the church of Thessalonica.
Apostle Paul and his team established this church during his second missionary journey. He
deeply cared for those churches that were established during his missionary journeys. We
can appreciate a few points through this blessing statement.

The Lord can and will give peace to us —He is the Lord of peace. We are often troubled by
events happening in our lives. We have no peace because we are not certain about the
outcomes. John 14:27 and John 16:33 state that God will give you peace. Do not let your
hearts be troubled. Trust the Lord and get rid of the unnecessary anxieties.

At all times and in every way —It is wonderful that the Lord can do that. We are limited in our
ways. We can comfort others, but it is often not sufficient. But the Lord can give each of us
peace at all times and in every way. Thus, seeking God is our best approach for having peace.
This is a prayer for fellow Christians —It is important to pray for others to have peace. We
need to learn from Apostle Paul. Lifting your Christian brothers and sisters in prayer, having
peace with God and having internal peace is so important in one’s life.
